HOMDGA MEMBERS: $3.50 per animal per sanction if entry postmarked 14 days prior to
show. All late or day of show entries: $10 per animal per sanction. .

Fees MUST ACCOMPANY entries and be postmarked by July 25, 2009 or delivered by noon
that same day or day of show rate will be charged.

Complete Entry: A complete entry includes proof of insurance as required by Bangor State
Fair, The Bangor State Fair Covenant Not To Sue, HOMDGA entryform and show fees.
Failure to submit any of these by the deadline will constitute a late entry and day of show rates
will apply. Failure to submit any of theseforms willforfeit you ability to show at Bangor State
Fair.

This is an ADGA Sanctioned Show. Exhibitors in the past have requested show officials to
process AGS paperwork to assist them in qualifying for AGS Championships. On January 27,
2008 HOMDGA adopted the following policy:

For AOS show wins, the AGS member will bring the appropriate paperwork filled out (except for judge
and secretary part.) It is the discretion of the ADGA judge as to if they choose to sign this paperwork. The
paperwork will remain in the possession of the show secretary or judge following being completed. The
secretary or judge will be responsible to mail the paperwork (this will be based on the judges preference).
The AGS Member will pay a fee for each win they wish to have processed. Members of the Heart of Maine
Dairy Goat Association will be charged a fee of$lO. Non-club members will be charged a fee of$25. The
AGS member is responsible for providing a stamped envelope addressed to AGS, a check/cash for
the club fees and a separate check for the AGS fees at time of request (which must be at time
chamoionshio tattoo is checked).
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
