The Bangor State Fair will not pay premiums on and will not allow exhibitors to show any
un-neutered male animal over six (6) months of age that is not recorded (registered) in the
books of record for their respective breed. (Pursuant to Sec 3.7 MRSA c.4; Paragraph 87 as
enacted) Please be prepared to confirm registration.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Entries are open to all breeders and herdsmen.
2. Entries close at noon, July 27. Entry blanks will be forwarded on request, or made with entry blank in

premium book, but all information required must be given. All entries shall be forwarded to the
coordinator.

3. Members of the same firm or family, or from the same farm, will be regarded as one exhibitor.
4. Bedding will be provided.
5. All animals, except sheep, must be on the grounds and in their proper places on or before 12:00 noon

Saturday, August 1, and remain until noon Saturday, August 8, unless notified otherwise. Sheep
mustbeonthe groundsby noonon Sunday,August2.
